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GENERAL
In most Polling Stations, voting was heavier during the
early hours of the morning (6-8am), but then tapered off
during mid-morning and early afternoon - as was to be
foreseen. Perhaps the mid-morning showers influenced
voter turn-out during those latter hours. It is expected that
there will be a surge of voters at Polling Stations in the late
aftemoonas we approach the Close of Poll at 6pm.

Tranquil and orderly voting continued, even though at
certain locations ~erves became frayed, especially if
persons, through no fault of GECOM, could not find their
names on the list.

GECOM Teams are moving around the city and environs to
assist Presiding Officers if there-is a problem. For example,
if materials are needed, the mobile units can be contacted
by the Presiding Officers and corrective action would be
taken immediately. Every hour on the hour, the Command
Centre is making contact with Presiding Officers in those
areas where there were problems during the morning and in
those areas where there is likely to be a need for special
scrutiny.
